1 First I want to thank (TEACHER) for letting me come in and tell you about the Guides program.  Adventure Guides is a Father and son program, and Adventure Princesses is for dads and their daughters.  Our motto is “Friends Forever”
2 We meet as boy groups and girl groups called Circles, and we get to pick a name for our circle, like Palominos or Bravehearts or Stargazers.  
(About Meetings)
3 Once a month one of the dads volunteers to host a meeting, that means that all of your friends in your circle and their dads come to your house to play and do a craft and have a snack.
4 We start every meeting with the host banging the drum, once for each dad and once for each each boy or girl in the circle.  
5 We do a craft or a game and play with our dads, and then we have a snack and a juice box, and then every girl or boy bangs the drum twice at the end of the meeting, once for them and once for their dad.
(About Expedition Activities)
8 A few times a year all of the circles will get together and you and all your friends and all their friends with all the dads and we’ll go bowling or hiking or to a cider mill for doughnuts.  Once a year the Princesses have a daddy-daughter dance that’s a lot of fun.

(About Campouts)
9 Then three times a year all of us dads take all of you kids on a three day campout.
10 We don’t sleep out in tents though; we sleep inside a lodge with bunkbeds at a YMCA camp.
11 We do activities all weekend like making bead necklaces and candles and singing songs around a campfire.  
12 Some of the camps have ziplines, does anyone know what a zipline is?  You climb way up in a tower and then you snap your harness onto a cable and you Zip all the way down.  Ziplines are very exciting.

Some of the camps have horseback riding, anyone here like horses?  Sometimes we make model rockets to launch or we go canoeing or play paintball.  
13 It’s a whole weekend of fun, just you and your friends and you get your dad all to yourself for a whole weekend.  So the campouts are really fun.
14 I hope you think Adventure Guides sounds like fun, talk to your dads and show them this flyer and tell them you want to join.  
15 Can everyone get in a line and come up here to get a flyer for your dad and bang the drum twice, once for you and once for your dad.
